Finding Locations in New Milan and New Locations

Finding Locations:  Oxford Ave is considered “0” for the street numbers that run east and west.  Everything to the right of Oxford is considered “east” and everything to the left is considered “west”.  Every block in either direction adds another hundred to the address number.  Address that run north and south on the name streets are simply the numbered street times 100.  

New Milan General Hospital: 101 W. 48th Street:  This is an average hospital for the general public.  Most surgeries can be performed here, but truly traumatic surgeries may be rushed to State University Medical Facility or Weiss Memorial if it is heart related.  Ernesto Magoladro has a distant cousin who works here as a general practitioner and sometimes doubles as a crime doctor.  The security here is minimal and there is none at night except under unusual circumstances.

State University Medical Facility:  1640 E. 14th Street:  This is the absolute best medical care in New Milan.  Security is extremely tight and round the clock.  There are choppers here to bring in particularly bad patients.  None of the families have much influence here as it is owned by a large, multinational corporation with a huge stake in the research.  Committing any crime at this facility is likely to bring down the Feds.

Waterman Clinic: 3600 N. Mulberry Ave.:  This is a free clinic for low-income patients.  It is always crowded and the doctors and security are overworked.  There is an excellent chance of getting treatment here and slipping out before the cops arrive.  Unfortunately, the wait is usually long and the service isn’t as good as the other hospitals.  Tony Face donates generously to the clinic and his family has used it on many occasion for discreet bullet removal.  The overworked doctors here usually will take a bribe on behalf of the hospital to keep it going.

Weiss Memorial Hospital: 500 E. 25th Street:  Weiss specializes in heart surgery and research.  Their patients tend to be older, but they will take most patients.  The care here is almost as good as the State University Medical Facility.  Security here is tight in the day, but fairly lax at night.  Jo-jo Cavaliere has a regular doctor here that he’s visited for over three decades.  The family has an excellent relationship with him and the whole staff, provided they are discreet about their emergencies.  One Cavaliere soldier was made to wait too long and died of a bullet wound.  Although unfortunate, Jo-jo felt it was the only way to maintain the discreet atmosphere of the place.

New Milan VA Hospital: 4900 N. Broad Ave.:  This hospital is a bit run down.  It services primarily vets, but it takes emergency cases when they arrive.  Security is extremely lax, but many of the patients are current and ex-soldiers with excellent combat abilities.  Many of the staff members have the same basic abilities and armed soldiers are sometimes here visiting colleagues.  Recently, the hospital got an influx of money and has started renovation.  The families do not use this hospital because they ask way too many questions.

National Assets Banks:  The most prominent of the commercial banks in New Milan, these facilities are virtually identical in every part of the city and include 24 hour ATM banking.  Most of the transactions are done electronically, so there is never more than 25 points of Wealth on the premises, except during the end of the month when the amount swells to upwards of 40 or 50 depending on the buying season. Red Devil Adult Bookstore: 1822 N. Broad Ave.:  Located at the heart of the red light district of New Milan, Red Devil has a huge selection of DVD’s, magazines and pornographic entertainment.  There is a strip club in an adjoining building complete with peep shows.  Red Devil has smaller outlets around the city, but this facility also contains a warehouse, filled to the brim with porn.  A Cavaliere capo exerted a great deal of control over this business and financed porn movies in the 70’s, 80’s and 90’s.  He suffered a stroke while “auditioning” a new girl and slowly, the owners regained control of the business.  None of the other soldiers have really been interested in it, as the business is seedy and somewhat run down.  Last year, the capo died and the territory is up for grabs.  The Karate Tong has slowly been making headway in that area.  A Cavaliere soldier that managed to reestablish control of this lucrative business could make himself a great deal of money.  It is also a perfect front for a brothel.

Mack 10 Gun Shop & Gun Range: 704 E. 29th Street:  Mack 10’s is a national chain of gun sellers.  Any legal firearms can be purchased through the shop.  Mack 10 has a lounge for gun enthusiasts and a shooting range.  This is a good place to meet illegal gun dealers.  Mack 10’s owners do things strictly by the book, they look the other way as long as their customers don’t do anything illegal on store property.  The store has a state-of-the-art security system and the cops make regular patrols when the store is closed.  The doors and windows are all reinforced.  It is probably one of the best protected buildings in the city.

Dion Theater: 4100 N. Bay Ave:  Dion was built in 1900 and has been a popular venue for entertainers coming through the city.  Although it is not as big as a stadium, it’s restored majestic ceiling paintings and comfortable seats make for a great venue.  Rumor has it that the place was once part of the holdings of a Jewish family of gangsters that had a great deal of influence in the music business.  More recently, Tony Face has tried to lay claim to the facility because he is extorting the food concession people that operate there.  The Cavalieres once controlled it, but gave it up to the Magoladros.  The Magoladros extort individual unions and performers, they consider the facility itself to be small potatoes.  It is likely that Tony Face will end up owning the place.  Dion Theater seats 3000 people comfortably.

Sal’s Greatest:  This is a famous chain of pizza parlors in New Milan.  It has since been franchised regionally.  The pizza, although edible, is no longer the best.  Still, for a chain, it’s pizza the wiseguys will tolerate.  Some locals still defend Sal’s as having the best crust.  There are places to sit down and eat in Sal’s, but it is mainly for pizza delivery and take out.  The Sal’s on the NMU Campus is very popular.

Gino’s Pizza Pies:  2000 N. Conner Ave.:  Situated on the corner, down the street from the stadium is Gino’s Pizza Pies.  Gino still makes traditional tomato pies and the secret recipe has been in the family-run business for years.  Many of the citizens of New Milan will defend Gino’s as having the best pizza and most people believe their sauce is the best.  The Cavalieres consider this place a sacred haven and it hasn’t been robbed since Boss Jo-jo started running things.  Gino’s Pizza Pies opened in 1942.  The mooks that run it pay a small tribute to the Cavalieres, but it is kept low.  The owners cater Boss Jo-jo’s Super Bowl Party annually.

Carlito’s Pizza and Pasta: 217 N. Chapel Ave.:  Also known as “the P&P”, Carlito’s has a small, family-run restaurant, but they are best known for their pizza.  There are many in New Milan that would defend Carlito’s P&P as the best.  It is the Magoladro Family pizza of choice.  It has been passed to several families over the years and one of the owners was related to the Magoladros.  Most people agree it has the best quality of cheeses on its pizza.  Carlito’s says on its sign that it was established in 1941, but it was really established in 1944.  Part of the last “4” fell off and the owner at the time let people think he was the first pizza parlor.

Sarducci's Pizza:  1175 E. 49th Street:  Sarducci’s is a favorite hangout of the young Jordano Family Associates.  It claims to make “traditional” brick oven pizza handed down from families of several generations, but this is all a marketing ploy by the owners who took over the place from the Sarducci family twenty years ago.  The manager is a local Italian mook, but the owner is from India.  Although it’s not a state secret, the owner let’s the Jordano soldiers believe it is an “authentic” Italian pizzeria.  Tony “Face” collects tribute from the owner, so he knows the truth.  Sarducci’s was established in 1952, but re-established in 1984.
